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Introduction 
The parliament of the Kurdistan Region was suspended on 12/10/2015 due to conflicts 

between the political parties and their indifference to the citizens' demands and their non-
compliance with the laws. The Speaker of the Parliament was prevented from returning to 
exercise  his work and holding meetings. This situation lasted until 15/9/2017. After a break 
for nearly two years and without the presence of the President and Secretary of Parliament. 

Despite the resumption of parliamentary sessions, but there have been many violations of 
the rules of procedure and laws on how to hold the meeting and its management and we can 
say that the parliament has resumed its meetings but did not. 

This report refers to the parliamentary session which extends from March 1, 2017 to 
November 15, 2017, during which no session was held. The remaining period refers to the 
meetings held by the Parliament until the extension of the legal period of two additional 
sessions. 

The legal duration of the parliament under the laws would have ended on 6/11/2017, but 
the legal period of Parliament and by a majority of the votes of the members of Parliament 
has been extended on 24/10/2017 for two additional sessions, one year. 

It is regrettable that since the holding of the first elections in the Kurdistan region in 1992, 
no elections were held on time. All the elections in Kurdistan region were postponed for 
various reasons. The date of these elections was postponed after 26 years of democratic 
experiment in the region. 

In order to analyze the current situation and to monitor the Parliament as a legal and 
national institution, Pay Institute published its tenth report as part of its activities in the 
exercise of oversight role in cooperation with the National Fund for Democracy Support 
(NED), an American organization. Our aim is to make people aware that political parties 
should fulfil their promises and remind the promises made to citizens during the period of 
election propaganda and inform the public opinion how the Parliament should exercise its 
main activities of legislation and oversight.  

At Pay Institute, we provide support to parliamentarians by means of clear and accurate 
information about the parliament. The voters know the level of performance of this institution 
in order to distinguish active members from others and exert civil pressure on non-active 
members who do not perform their duties as required. Parliament is the electorate and the 
relationship between parliament and public opinion is strengthened, although parliamentarians 
can not do anything and what happens is beyond their will and they are idle. 

This is contrary to the laws of the Parliament itself, but we have not ceased to exercise our 
activities and projects as a result of support. Submitted to us by friends and supporters of 
democracy in and outside the region and active members of Parliament and we continue in 
our activities in the exercise of the oversight session on the Parliament and to detect the points 
of imbalance and pressure on the forces and parties that do not seek to activate the parliament 
in a real way and to do its work as required.

Monitoring and Evaluating For the Kurdistan Parliaments Work

 

Evaluation of the status of Parliament in the autumn 
session of the fourth round of Parliament 

 (From 1 March to 15 November 2017) 

 
First: The resumption of parliamentary sessions: 
As a result of the problems accumulated in Kurdistan region and the upper political 

mentality in the Kurdistan region, which was unable to find solutions to the exits and to evade 
them instead they resorted to close the parliament on 12/10/2015 when they prevented the 
Speaker of Parliament and this resulted in the closure of parliament.  

And after one year and ten months of the closure of parliament, it held the parliament of 
the Kurdistan region an extraordinary session on 15/9/2015. Unfortunately, there have been 
violations of the rules of procedure and many shortcomings in this session, starting from how 
to call for this meeting where it was supposed to submit to members of Parliament demanding 
the convening of the hearing by directing the request to the Speaker of Parliament, but was 
directed to the deputy Speaker of the Parliament which is considered as one of the 
irregularities, even in how the proceedings and discussions in the parliament chamber. A 
number of articles and paragraphs of the rules of procedure were violated in endorsing the 
recommendations 

Although the Speaker of the Parliament and the Secretary of Parliament issued a statement 
after the end of the session on the evening (15/9/2017), indicating their dissatisfaction and 
legal violations, which were exercised in the session as a position issued by them, but that was 
late because the Deputy Speaker invited members of Parliament and the Parliament held an 
extraordinary session 48 hours before on 13/9/2017. Both the Change Movement and Islamic 
group were busy discussing how to participate in the meeting. They were negotiating with the 
Democratic Party and the Patriotic Union of Kurdistan. Invitation by the Deputy Speaker of 
Parliament and asking members of Parliament not to participate in the extraordinary session 
because the meeting is illegal because the memo sent by members of Parliament was not sent 
to them, and at least to reject the invitation submitted by the Deputy Speaker of Parliament, 
but not after the end of the session and that shows negligence and shortness of them on this 
matter. 

And that this meeting would be important if there was a national consensus around the 
political forces and parties, but how to hold the meeting, the timing, the subject of the meeting 
and the measures taken was not able to achieve its objectives, while it was referred to the 
Parliament to be a reference to take decisions on the subject of the referendum and achieve

1-Law No. 1 of 2017 Law extending the legal period of the fourth round of the Parliament 

of Kurdistan Region 
2-Law No. 2 of 2017 on the distribution of powers of the presidency of the region to public 

institutions in the region with issuing recommendations.  
- The Parliament of the Kurdistan region issued recommendations consisting of five points 

on the subject of the referendum on the independence of the region. @I1H  

 

 

First reading of the bills:

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Open Discussions: 
One of the methods followed by the Kurdistan Regional Parliament is the open debate 

where an open discussion was held on a number of topics: 
1 - Open discussion on 30/9/2017 on the decisions of the federal government and the Iraqi 

parliament on the referendum in the Kurdistan region. I1H  

2 - Open discussion on (2017/10/29) concerning the message of Mr. Massoud Barzani, 
President of the Kurdistan Region, and addressed to the Parliament of Kurdistan region. @I2H  

3 - An open debate on (15/11/2017) on the proposed federal government budget for 2018 
and the share of the Kurdistan region from this budget and that the parliament of the 
Kurdistan region suggested that the discussion be open in private after the voting (47 votes to 
be non-public in return 31 votes rejected it). 

 
Fourth: Government monitoring (oversight)  
After the resumption of parliamentary sessions while previously suspended, it did not carry 

out any activities in the field of monitoring government activity. The parliament was not able 
to carry out its functions except for a number of meetings which brought together the 
government and the parliament. The meetings were aimed at organizing government agendas 
through parliament and to hold it accountable. @I3H  

For example, on 20/9/2017 a meeting was held between the government and the parliament 
in the presence of the deputy speaker of parliament, the head of the parliamentary blocs and 
the head of four committees in parliament (the Committee of Legal Affairs, Finance, 
Economic and Investment, Integrity, Industry, Energy and Natural Resources) but blocks of 
change and the Islamic group didn’t participate on the matter of compulsory savings and 
issued the presidency of the parliament statement which included four points. @I4H  

 
 
Fifth: Ratification of the budget: 
The Parliament of Kurdistan region did not have any role in the ratification of the budget 

as the Parliament of the Kurdistan region during its current session on any of the budget 
discussion for the years of (2014, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2018). @I5H  

 
 
Sixth: Extension of the legal term of Parliament 
On 24/10/2017, as mentioned in the program of work was the first reading of the draft law 

for the continuation of the fourth term of the Kurdistan Regional Parliament and after one 
hour was the second reading and ratification.

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It is noteworthy that this project was prepared by the two blocs of the Kurdistan 
Democratic Party and the Patriotic Union of Kurdistan and that a number of other blocs have 
supported the project, but both the Movement for Change and the Islamic Union and the 
Islamic Group and the Islamic Movement and Rafidain have rejected the project. 

Among them Movement for Change and the Islamic Group have boycotted the parliament 
session and the Islamic Group decided to participate but then changed its mind and did not 
participate as indicated by the member (Najiba Latif) from the Islamic Group, who indicated 
that they decided to participate in the session when the Commission was continuing its 
procedures for the elections and to defend the holding of elections on schedule, but when the 
decision was made to extend the legal period of parliament they decided to boycott the 
session and they refuse to extend the legal period of parliament. 

The bloc of the Islamic Union has indicated its position on extending the legal period of 
parliament and said the head of the bloc agree to extend the legal period for a period of three 
to six months only to give the election commission to take the necessary preparations for the 
elections.  

In addition, three members of the Patriotic Union of Kurdistan (PUK), Gasha Dara, Qader 
Rizki and Maryam Samad, left the meeting because they refused to extend the legal term of 
the parliament and held a press conference. 

It should be noted that the method of extension of the legal period of parliament is contrary 
to the laws and the internal order of the parliament as it is inconsistent with Article 51 of Law 
No. 1 of 1992 amending, which states that "the legal term of Parliament must be four years 
and start from the first session and it ends in the fourth year " but what happened in 
Parliament is an extension of the crises and the continuation of the problems and the denial of 
the basic rights of the citizens, which is to choose their representatives, to show their opinion 
and to try the political parties on the extent of their implementation of the promises they made 
to the citizens during the election campaign, but it was contrary to article 8 of the rules of 
procedure of the parliament, 

It is unclear in the first article of the law that the fourth term of Kurdistan Regional 
Parliament will continue for two sessions starting from (6/11/2017) without specifying the 
duration of the extension, For the course, will it be eight months, ten or 12 months ?? They 
may use it for timing manipulation. 

 
Seventh: Members' resignation: 
1 - Resignation of the Secretary of Parliament: 
On 30/9/2017, Mr. Fakhraddin Qader tried to participate in the parliament session as the 

secretary of parliament in order to submit the resignation and read it but was prevented by the 
Presidency of the Parliament because in order to do so the interim secretary had to leave his 
place and ( Fakhraddin Qadir) was able to sit in his place when he entered the parliament 
hall. However, because the temporary secretary did not accept to leave his place, he was 
blocked by the secretary of parliament's attempt, prompting the member to submit his 
resignation at a press conference. The parliament submitted his resignation request.  

1-On Wednesday (18/10/2017) and during a session of the parliament decided to select 
(Begard Talabani) secretary of parliament after being a temporary secretary of parliament 
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after obtaining 51 votes and 12 members submitted white papers out of 71 members of 
parliament were participating in the session. @I1H  

2. On 30/9/2017, a request was made for the resignation of the member Farhad Hama 
Saleh (known as Farhad Sangawi) from the PUK bloc at a time when the vote was not to 
accept his resignation in the work program of parliament and neither he did not attend the 
session Parliament nor has he submitted a request for resignation, instead he submitted a 
written request four years ago when he was nominated for membership of parliament without 
a date, and the request was submitted on (28/9/2017) and was activated, and under this 
request was expelled Farhad Sangawi from parliament.  @I2H  

3 - On (17/10/2017), Shwan Qaladzei, an MP passed away as a result of traffic accident. 
4 - The requests for the resignation of two other members of parliament on the agenda of 

two meetings of the Parliament and was approved and replaced by others as indicated in the 
following table:

Eighth: The events of the Parliament on October 29, 2017.  
On Sunday, October 29, 2017, the parliament session began at 2 pm. 
The meeting included three main axes; reading the message of Mr. Massoud Barzani and 

reading and approving the law of the distribution of the powers of the presidency of the 
Kurdistan region on the constitutional institutions and accept the resignation of the MP, Goran 
Azad of the Patriotic Union of Kurdistan after the session was suggested that the meeting is 
not public 52 members voted in favor of being non-public and 35 members rejected it. After 
reading the message of Mr. Massoud Barzani and conducting the first reading of the draft of 
the powers of the presidency of the region, it was decided to give the legal committee one 
hour to prepare its report on this matter. Then, the session resumed after one and a half hour at 
4:30 pm, and continued the session to late hours of the night for approval. 

The situation of the parliament in this session was abnormal because of a number of 
problems, where a number of young people who claimed the status of civil activists, and they 
were 10-15 people and were carrying guests budges of parliament and entered the parliament 
and gathered in front of the parliament building and the venue of press conferences. The first 
was by the Islamic Union bloc on the changes in the presidency of the bloc and then the press 
conference of the Kurdistan Democratic Party and they made a statement about the 
resignation letter Massoud Barzani before the start of the session and then the member Rabon 
Maruf known as a member of parliament to hold a press conference in front of the parliament

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on the message Massoud Barzani during which he was assaulted inappropriately by a number 
of people and in front of the media outlets. 

After the resumption of the session, a number of people who took the name of the 
demonstrators were brought before the parliament at 5 pm and before the parliament session 
ended. They attacked the parliament and entered parliament. They came to the parliament 
building and in the beginning attacked journalists, insulting and destroying media equipment. 
They beat the correspondents of the NRT and KNN correspondents Ribwar Kakaiee and Salih 
Harki who were injured. Parliament guards did not take any quick action to block the 
demonstrators from entering the parliament and the absence of any civilian activity forces to 
close the parliament's entrance and prevent demonstrators from entering the parliament while 
a number of civil police forces usually attend a regular gathering of students without any 
violence. 

A large security force intervened but did not expel anyone outside the parliament. The 
video clips showed that the attackers and the security forces were together and did not try to 
expel them outside the parliament. The lives of journalists, parliamentarians and all those in 
parliament were at risk and the back gate to the parliament by the demonstrators also in 
conjunction with these events was heavy fire from inside the parliament and the back gate of 
parliament.  

The attackers broke the gate of the parliament and entered the parliament and demanding 
the extradition of the member Rabun Marouf and that they said he was in the chamber of 
Deputy Speaker of Parliament and his life was in danger and that a number of demonstrators 
arrived in front of the Chamber of Deputy Speaker of Parliament, and that these conditions 
continued until one o'clock after midnight until the member Rabun Maarouf was taken out of 
parliament secretly by a security force, and until that happened, the members of parliament 
who were in parliament were trapped and were like hostages. Then, a large force came and 
removed the attackers from Parliamentarians who were in parliament were then able to get out 
of parliament according to his statements, the member Rabon Ma'arouf that he was attacked 
by a number of members of the Democratic Party and unknown persons in the chamber of 
deputy speaker of parliament and in the parliament 

 
Ninth: Parliament meeting with the election  commission 
At 10 am on Friday, October 13, 2017, the Parliament of the Kurdistan region met with the 

Board of Commissioners of the Independent High Electoral Commission for the referendum 
in the Kurdistan region to discuss the issue of elections and the law of elections and 
parliamentary elections and the presidency of the region in the presence of head of 
parliamentary blocs. During the meeting they discussed the matter of preparations for the 
Commission to hold election and the Movement for Change bloc did not attend the meeting, 
during the meeting, the Commission referred to the problems and obstacles that it suffers 
from, and that some of its needs and requirements have not been met with the required form, 
and that the parliament of the region due to its disabling has not been able to exercise its 
oversight role over the work of the Commission. 

On the holding of elections, the Parliament of Kurdistan region raised a number of critical 
questions on the Commission, which concerns the conduct of the elections in Kurdistan 
regions outside the region and the electoral and the problem of candidates for the post of 
President of the region. 

 On this matter, Suleiman Mustafa, Deputy Chairman of the Independent High Electoral 
Commission and the referendum in the Kurdistan region, told reporters that the meeting held 
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today at the request of parliament and hosted the Council of the Commission and the 
presidency of the parliament and the head of the blocs have raised a number of questions and 
they responded to these questions, and they will issue a decision on holding elections and the 
presidency of the region in the light of electoral commission's response to the questions and 
the current situation in the region 

And that what happened, the Commission has disrupted preparations for the holding of 
elections on (18/10/2017) and postponed the holding of elections.  

 
Tenth: Committees of the Parliament of the Kurdistan Region 
The parliament of the Kurdistan region includes 22 different committees and Article 37 of 

the rules of procedure of the parliament refers to the formation of committees in Parliament 
and the members of parliament are entitled to choose the committees to join them according 
to their wishes and specialties and each committee should not have fewer than five members 
and not more than 11 members and the work of these committees is to follow up the projects 
and the work of the government and communicate with citizens in order to know their 
problems 

1. Replacement of committee members 
-On 30/9/2017 the resignation of the member Goran Azad from the Legal Committee and 

the member Riawas Faiq of the Committee of Industry, Energy and Natural Resources was 
voted separately and was approved by a majority of votes was approved to add the member 
Riwas Faeq to the Legal Committee 

- On 15/11/2017 the member Ari Mohammed Harsin  resigned from the Committee of 
Peshmerga and martyrs and victims of genocide and political prisoners and voted on it, and 
that the committees of Parliament did not exercise their duties as required during the session 
held due to the disruption of Parliament, and summarized their activities as follows: 

Meeting of Parliament committees 
Based on the book issued by the General Directorate of the House of Parliament numbered 

(4/4/452) on (27/2/2017) and directed to the Institute of Education and Development and all 
members of the Parliament of the Kurdistan region, which requires them not to provide us 
with any information in a formal manner and therefore, our organization gets the information 
on the parliament from the official website of the parliament, and that according to the official 
website of the parliament, in the past six months, 7 committees out of 22 committees to hold 
meetings, which are: 

- Committee on Agriculture 2 meeting 
- Legal Committee 6 meeting 
- Committee on the Defense of Women's Rights One meeting 
- Committee of Culture one meeting 
- Finance Committee one meeting 
- Consumer Committee one meeting 
- Health Committee one meeting 
- The Presidency of the Parliament and head of blocs and heads of committees (legal, 

financial, economic, investment, integrity, industry, energy and natural resources held a 
meeting on salaries of employees and was boycotted by the Movement of Change and the 
Islamic Group 

- The Deputy Speaker of Parliament held a meeting with the head of committees in 
Parliament on 15/11/2017  

2. Writing reports on draft laws 
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So far, 226 bills and resolutions have been submitted to the parliament, of which 162 were 
first read and were sent by members and committees concerned and 71 bills have not been 
read. Of these, 20 laws have been ratified and seven resolutions have been passed. That is 
according to the website of the parliament, none of the parliamentary committees did not send 
any reports on the draft laws during the autumn session in 2017. 
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Violations of Parliament 

1- The by-law was violated in the matter of inviting members of parliament and the 
program put to work in a meeting on (15/9/2017) and that the members of Parliament should 
have directed their memorandum to the Speaker of Parliament, but they directed to the deputy 
Speaker of Parliament and that contradicts the by-law of the parliament because of the total of 
three members of the presidency of the region, the deputy speaker of parliament only decided 
to hold the meeting without the consent of the Speaker of Parliament and Secretary of 
Parliament 

2 - Most of the work program of parliamentary sessions are not announced in most 
sessions of Parliament or may be informed of the work program of parliament one hour 
before the start of the parliament session, at a time they should inform the members of 
parliament's work program of Parliament 48 hours before the start of the parliament session in 
accordance with by-law of the Parliament. 

3 - In a number of parliamentary sessions, they have been hiding the work program of 
Parliament, for example in the session on (30/9/2017) they added the resignation of Farhad 
Sangawi to the work program of Parliament and as the meeting postponed to (18/10/2017). It 
should be noted that the resignation of member Farhad Senkawi was not mentioned in the 
work program of the meetings, which was published on the website of the Parliament. I1H  

4. At a meeting on 30/9/2017, Fakhraddin Qader, a parliamentarian, was not allowed to 
enter the parliament hall to resign from his seat. 

5 - On the day (30/9/2017), the resignation of the member Farhad Senkawi was voted and 
was placed in the work program of parliament without having knowledge of what is 
happening or be mentioned in the Parliament neither he submitted any resignation. @I2H   

6 - Most of the sessions were held in a non-public and away from the eyes of the media 
and citizens of the region and without having discussed any sensitive topics deserve to be held 
such meetings in as non-public as indicated by the by-law of Parliament. 

7 - A number of members were not allowed to express their opinion in a number of 
sessions, prompting a number of members of parliament to leave the parliament hall as 
happened during the session on 24/10/2017, which was intended to extend the legal period of 
parliament. They should be allowed to express their opinion in parliament and expressed their 
views through the media and that banning is contrary to the by-law of parliament. 

8 - In a number of sessions of the parliament, the first and second reading of the bill and 
ratification happened at the same meeting which contradicts with the by-law of parliament, 
for example, in the meeting on (24/10/2017) on the extension of the legal period of 
Parliament, the first and second reading besides the ratification of Law  happened in one 
session that took place in the session on (29/10/2017), which was also distributed powers of 
the presidency of the region 

9 - A member of the parliament was attacked inside the parliament where the member 
Rabun Ma'arouf was assaulted on 29/10/2017 and this contradicts the by-law of the 
parliament.

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Results 
 

First: During this term, five sessions of the parliament were held, and this is not in line 
with parliamentary work 

Second: It is during the fourth term of Parliament and until the preparation of this report, 
which lasted for more than four years, issued 20 laws and 7 resolutions, despite the fact that 
they conducted 162 first reading of the draft laws 

Third: The Parliament has not yet been able to follow up the government's accountability 
on how to export oil and know the details of oil contracts. @I1H   Despite the ratification of Law 

No. 2 of 2015 on the establishment of the fund of oil and gas revenues, but the government 
has taken many measures without respect for this law and listening to Parliament, and 
Parliament was unable to hold the government accountable, and could not ask the question 
whether the employees' salaries paid out of oil revenues or loans? And if the salaries not given 
of the oil export money, why did you borrow? And if you use the loan money to pay salaries, 
where the did the oil revenue go? 

Fourth: None of the ministers of the government were questioned by the parliament and 
did not attend parliament. @I2H  

Fifth: The relevant committees in parliament have not been able to carry out their activities 
in the required manner in monitoring the government and following up the projects that have 
been allocated budgets in previous years and is still ongoing despite the fact that the audit 
bureau should also follow up on this. 

Sixth of the total bills submitted to the committees of the parliament, which amounted to 
362 lawmakers, they wrote 123 reports by all the committees of parliament, that is to date not 
written 241 report and that contradicts with by-laws of parliament. @I3H  

 
Seventh: During the Fall session held of 22 committees, only seven committees held 

meetings. If the conditions of parliament were normal, these committees were supposed to 
meet once a week 

Eighth: It is noticeable that there is no interest in the role of the parliament in the political 
arena in Kurdistan region and that its role has been marginalized in important and fateful 
events, although in accordance with resolution No. 1 of 2005, the political leadership in 
Kurdistan region is required to return to the parliament in the crucial decisions, for example

Ninth: The legal period of the President of the Human Rights Commission has ended since 
(17/1/2017), although it is supposed to be a solution to this in accordance with the laws, but 
no action was taken and that is contrary to the applicable laws.  

Tenth: The legal period of the Chairman of the Integrity Commission has ended since 
(13/5/2017), although it is supposed to be a solution to this in accordance with the applicable 
laws, but no action was taken and that is contrary to the laws 

Eleventh: Violations of many by-laws have been recorded in this session 
Twelfth: The goal of the political parties in the activation of the parliament at this time 

was to extend the life of parliament and not to hold elections 
Thirteenth: The speech of all political parties did not match their actions 
Fourteenth: The paralysis of parliament has had negative effects on institutions and other 

government agencies. For example, the human rights bodies, the oversight bureau, the 
Integrity Commission and the Electoral Commission have stopped most of their activities and 
do not do what they want 

Fifteen: The parliamentary committees in Fall sessions held no follow-up or meeting and 
did not prepare any report on the laws and did not exercise their activities as required, and that 
is caused by the disruption of parliament. Because the disruption of the parliament will lead to 
the disruption of the committees automatically 

Sixteenth: the non-application of laws, decisions and recommendations issued by the 
Parliament of the executive authorities 

Seventeenth: members of the parliament were violated and the members of parliament 
were banned and assaulted. Member Dr. Bahar Mahmoud was attacked in Shaklawa district 
on 20/8/2017. The member Farhad Sangawi was subjected to kidnapping, humiliation and 
torture by gunmen (20/8/2017) in the city of Sulaymaniyah, and the member Rabun Ma'arouf  
assaulted, humiliated and tortured on 29/10/2017 inside the parliament.  
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Recommendations 

1. Elections must be held on schedule to return to citizens to have their say to elect of a 
new parliament and formation of a new government 

2 - The Parliament must determine the date of the end of its legal period and not reference 
to the sessions held because it carries various interpretations around it and be scheduled to 
hold elections in coordination with the government and election commission  

3. Suspension of violations of parliament by-laws and compliance with the by-law and not 
repeating the same mistakes.  

4 - The sessions of the parliament are open and be broadcast in the media channels to 
inform citizens of their representatives in parliament 

5 – The parliament should force the government to follow the principle of transparency in 
the field of revenue, budget and oil revenue. 

6 – The parliament should force the election commission to purify the register of voters 
and force the concerned ministries to cooperate with them 

7 - Preventing MPs from various political blocs on their narrowed political agendas of the 
party and the failed government policies as well as they should play their oversight role in 
parliament.
